Abstracts and full papers
must include title, name of the author, university or institution affiliation, e-mail address and
should be written in English. The maximum length of each abstract is one A4 page and the
maximum length of each full paper is 15 A4 pages. You are asked to use Times New Roman font,
size 12 and single spacing. Include all figures and tables within the body of your text. All abstracts
and papers to be submitted to steven.vanpassel@uhasselt.be.
